ITEM 15 - MOTIONS TO THE 59th NATIONAL CONVENTION 2013
NATIONAL LODGE: 

MOTION 1:
THE FOLLOWING CHANGES TO “BY-LAWS ARTICLES 5, 6 AND 9 (PAGES 10 AND 11).
(Changes are in Bold)
5. LODGES 
Each Lodge in good standing with the National Lodge shall be entitled to three votes at the National Convention and may shall elect no more than three delegates as its representatives who must be present and each delegate carries one full vote to the National Convention. 

6. CHAPTERS 
a)  Each Chapter, which has been established and qualified to receive its Charter not less than three months prior to the National Convention and is in good standing with the National Lodge shall be entitled to representation at the National Convention. 

b)  A Chapter having not less than fifteen (15) members and up to 75 members and in good standing as at the 30th June shall have one  (1) full vote. Chapters who are in good standing as at the 30th day of June in the year in which the National Convention is to be held shall be entitled to ONE (1) THREE VOTE (votes). 


c) A Chapter having Seventy SIX (76) members and less than one Hundred and one (101) members in good standing shall have Two full votes (2), provided always, that each Chapter entitled to Two votes shall be required to have at least Two (2) delegates with one (1) vote each and NO delegate shall be permitted to cast more than one (1) vote.

d) A Chapter having more than one hundred one (101) members in good standing shall have three (3) full votes and shall elect not more than three (3) delegates as its representatives who must be present and voting at the National Convention.

THESE CHANGES APPLY TO THE FOLLOWING

ELECTION OF ALTERNATES

The items 5 & 6 apply to the alternate Delegates.

MOTION 2:

That AHEPA will play a significant role in supporting ON LINE LEARNING OF MODERN GREEK STUDIES, a joint venture of Griffith University and Flinders University.

VICTORIA:

MOTION 1: 

“That each State Lodge and District Lodge Vice-President arranges at least one public meeting a year to introduce family and friends to the Lodge and guide them to embrace AHEPA”
MOTION 2: 

Make all ceremonies public because the perceived secrecy does not help an open Democratic Association.

MOTION 3: 
AHEPA to seek Vice Regal Patronage, without compromising the independence of the organization and its Hellenic Heritage and ties with Hellas, from Australia, New Zealand, Greece and the Greek Orthodox Church to strengthen our cause that we are what we supposed to be: An open Australasian Hellenic Educational Progressive Association majoring in Philanthropy.

MOTIONS 4: 

a). That in the By-Laws to remove the constitutional amendment that an executive member has a two year term, unless they choose to step down as this preferential system limits the ability of any general committee member to become an executive member. 

By-Laws - Part IV Clause 1.a, & b. (Page22) and Part V 11.a. (Page 29)

b). To remove the constitutional amendment that an executive position is a progressive position as this limits the ability of any general committee member to become an executive member and means that the executive committee remains the same without change unless someone steps down.

By-Laws - Part IV Clause 1.e, & f, (Page22) and Part V 11.b,c,d,e. (Page 29)

MOTION 5: 

Employ a professional Public Relations/Secretary to do among other things, chase current information, synchronize, link and keep up to date all AHEPA’s Websites to a high standard and transmit a professional and positive image of our organization, in the eyes of the world.

MOTION 6: 

Rename AHEPA Australasia to “AHEPA Australia”
MOTION 7: 

Convene Convention in Greece at least once in every Five years 
(Explanation: This will Make ties with Greece stronger, Give Members special interest to look forward to, and helps the Greek economy).

MOTION 8: 
AHEPA to establish, support and finance a long-term recruitment campaign aimed at different age groups and professional interests, especially school leavers & University students. Youth Chapter(s) to be the driving force. 
NEW SOUTH WALES:  
MOTION 1:

That the State Convention of New South Wales adopt the position at the forthcoming National convention in Queensland that it sees no benefit to the Order of AHEPA seeking to secure Vice Regal Patronage- Charitable Status and that the National Lodge of Australia immediately cease all action in that direction.

MOTION 2:
The title of past Grand President of the Grand Lodge of NSW be given to honour Sister Melpo Kaimasidou.
