AHEPA AUSTRALASIA CONDEMNS THE TERRORISM AT THE AUSTRALIAN EMBASSY IN INDONESIA.

SYDNEY – The members of AHEPA, Australasian Hellenic Educational Progressive Association wish to express their distress and concern at the act of unconscionable terrorism which has been perpetrated upon the Australian Embassy in Indonesia and the people of Djakarta.   

These acts of violence against innocent people are an abomination and must be stopped at all costs.

Our thoughts are with the families of those who died and also with those who were injured.  We are thinking particularly of “Manny” our young and new Australian citizen who we hope will recover completely from her serious injuries.

We hope and pray that terrorism never hits this beautiful country of Australia.

AHEPA was first established in Atlanta, Georgia USA in 1922 with its main purpose being to assist  families  to  overcome   violence  and   discrimination  encountered  by  them  in  their  new home. AHEPA was first introduced to Australia in August 1934 in Werris Creek, New South Wales, by a Greek Australian who had returned home after living in the USA.   Whilst living there he was introduced to AHEPA and was impressed by its achievements and assistance to the new immigrant Greeks. The Order was then established in Queensland in 1936, Victoria in 1942 and the unification of AHEPA was achieved throughout Australia in 1954 when the first National Convention was held in Sydney. AHEPA has since expanded nationally with members in Western Australia, South Australia, the ACT, Tasmania (ceased operation) and in 1992 in Wellington New Zealand.  There is also a Chapter in Athens, Greece of the Australian branch
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
